Samurai Information
Honor Week 5

• Full-time warriors and landowners in Japan  
• Had to be born samurai
• Trained to survive and kill
• Had land from Shogun
• Land grew rice and was farmed by peasants
• Had own private army
• Had castles with moats, outer wall, keeps
• Fought with bows/arrows and swords
• Nobori was daimyo’s flag/crest carried on back



Samurai Training
Honor Week 5

• Could not be left handed
• Taught to cooperate and be unselfish
• Went to school at 7 yrs. old
• Spent 12 hrs. daily at school at 10 yrs. old
• Learned good manners and respect for older
• Had genbuku ceremony at 13-15 yrs. old 

where given new hairstyle and suit of armor
• Trained in bow and arrow with dog hunts
• Trained in sword fighting
• Leisure time drinking sake with other warriors
• Honorable to ride into camp with enemy heads

Harvesting Tea  
Honor Week 5

• Needs:
high altitude
plenty of rainfall
cool, misty mornings

• Average bush yields 3,000 tea leaves per year
• 3,000 tea leaves = 1 lb. of tea
• Fine plucking:

harvest only the bud 
harvest the second and third leaf



Tea Facts 
Honor Week 5

Dried and processed several varieties of one 
species of plant.

Enzyme in tea leaf that changes tea when 
exposed to oxygen.
White tea (just buds) no oxidation; 

immediately steamed. 
Green tea (leaves) no oxidation; dried, then 

steamed or pan fried.
Oolong (leaves) partial oxidation; tossed to 

bruise only edges of the leaves to oxidize 
partially

Black tea (leaves) full oxidation; rolled to 
oxidize fully



Tea Ceremony  
Honor Week 5

• Tea ceremony created by Zen priest 1400’s
• Celebrates mundane aspects of everyday life
• Japanese tea master Sen-no Rikyu opens the 

first independent teahouse and develops 
present ritual that take 2 hrs.
�Takes a garden path into a portico.
�Enters upon hearing the host’s gong.
�Bows silently to host to greet.
�Guests served cup of hot water.
�Washes hands and mouth at a basin.
�Enters tearoom admiring scroll/flower arrangement.
�Kneels on tatami mat edge facing host.
�Host wipes all utensils in slow rhythmic motion.



Tea Ceremony  
Honor Week 5

�Tea host uses special utensils to whisk powdered tea.
�Guest receives tea bowl, place it between him and 

next guest, bows to excuse himself for going first.
�Puts tea bowl in front of knees.
�Thanks host with bow.
�Picks up bowl in palm of left hand steadying with 

right hand with and gives small bow.
�Turns bowl’s front decoration away from his lips.
�Drinks and wipes place where he drank with fingers.
�Turns front of bowl back to face host.
�Puts bowl down on tatami.
�Then pick up bowl to admire.
�Return bowl to host with decoration pointing to host.
�Host serves small cookie on white napkin and eats.



Tea Fact 
Honor Week 5

1908  New York tea importer Thomas Sullivan 
inadvertently invents tea bags when he 

sends tea to clients in small silk bags, and 
they mistakenly steep the bags whole

Shinto Information
Honor Week 5

Shinto defined:
• Japanese religion that 

worships kami
• Kami are divine spirits in 

every object, animal, 
plant, and person that 
should be worshiped

• Kami cycle – kami are 
born, live, die, and are 
reborn (reincarnation).

• Kami are not perfect 
…they make mistakes 
and have human feelings. 

Four affirmations of 
Shinto believers:

• Tradition and family –
preserve family with
traditions

• Love of nature – worship 
the kami in
all objects

• Physical cleanliness –
bath, wash hands, and 
rinse out mouth.

• Celebrate any festival 
festival dedicated to a 
kami.



Geisha Life Style
Honor Week 5

• Live in traditional geisha houses.

• Learns shamisen, bamboo flute, songs, dance, 
literature, poetry.

• Are single women who retire if they choose to marry. 

• Took a danna (patron) typically a wealthy man, 
sometimes married, who had the means to support 
expenses of geisha's life.

• Traditional shimada hairstyle - four major types.

• Sleep on takamakura, not pillows, to keep hairstyle. 

• Mentors poured rice around takamakura, so rice would 
stick in hair if head rolled of necessitating redo hair. 

• Many modern geisha use wigs, but maiko use own hair. 



Geisha Stages of Training
Honor Week 5

• Began training at a very young age of 12 or 13 years.

• Some girls sold to geisha houses as children.

• Daughters of geisha often brought up as geisha.

• First stage of training, shikomi, trained in gesiha arts. 

• Second stage, minarai, relieved of housekeeping duties 
and trained at tea house. Lasted only about a month.

• Third stage,called maiko were apprentice geisha. 

• Maiko lasted for years learning from senior geisha 
"one-san" ("older sister") following her to engagements. 
She will teach her proper ways of serving tea, playing 
shamisen, and dancing, the casual talk of conversation. 

• After 6 months-5 years maiko is geiko until she retires.



Geisha Dress
Honor Week 5

• Geisha always wear kimono.
• Maiko wear highly colorful kimono with extravagant obi. 
• Obi is brighter than the kimono to give exotic balance. 
• Older geisha wear more subdued patterns and styles. 
• Sign of prosperous geisha is not wearing a kimono more than once, 

having a "storehouses" where kimono interchanged between geisha.
• A kimono can take from 2-3 years to complete.
• Geiko wear fully white under-kimono. 
• A maiko wears red with white printed patterns. 
• Maiko’s white collar embroidery  with silver progresses further 

down her nape until the two ends meet; once this happens, her 
collar "turns" and she becomes a geiko.

• Needed professional aid to help dress in several layers of kimono.
• Dressing could take over an hour, even with professional help.
• Wore zori regularly and geta in inclement weather.



Geisha Make-up
Honor Week 5

• Maiko white base originally made with lead/rice powder.

• Must start over if a mistake is made with make-up.

• First, a wax or oil substance applied to the face, neck,  
chest, and nape of neck.

• Unwhitened area forming a "W" shape left on the nape.

• Next, white powder is mixed with water into a paste and 
applied with a bamboo brush over oil base.

• Eyebrows tweezed. 

• Red and black accents around the eyes and eyebrows.

• Red lipstick drawn small on only lower lip.

• Changed appearance throughout her career, from heavily 
made up maiko, to the more sombre older geisha.

Sushi Facts
Honor Week 5

• 2,000 years ago rice used to preserve fish.
• Salted fish was packed between layers of 

cooked rice which was left to ferment 
for a year JUST to preserved the fish. 

• Rice became sour which preserved and 
pickled fish.

• Rice was discarded and only fish eaten.
• Waiting time was shortened to 7 days and 

sour rice was eaten to not be so 
wasteful.

• Shortened to 3 days, then 1 day, until today 
raw fish served on vinegared rice.



Norimaki Sushi Recipe
Honor Week 5

1. Make 3 cups of rice.  Set aside.
2. Make sushi vinegar dressing in pan heated 

until sugar dissolves:
3 tbsp. vinegar
2 tbsp. sugar
1 tbsp. salt

3. Pour cooled dressing over cooked rice while 
kids fan it to cool it.

4. Place rolling mat flat on table with one 
sheet of nori on mat.

5. Spread even layer of cooked rice on mat 
leaving 1 inch nori rice-free at the end of 
the rolling mat.



Norimaki Sushi Recipe
Honor Week 5

4. Lay tane (fillings of chopped  boiled egg, 
spinach, cucumber, mushrooms, tuna, green 
onions) in thin lines across the rice from 
side to side in the middle of the rice layer.  
The fillings should be in the center of the 
rice when the nori is rolled.

5. Use rolling mat to roll sushi.

6. Press roll firmly to molding. Remove mat.

7. Slice the roll into biscuit size pieces.

8. Use more rice and tane for fatter rolls.
